Day 1 
 
Today you will check in at London Heathrow for your overnight flight to Nairobi, Kenya.   
 
 
Day 2 
 
On arrival you will be met and transferred by road to Lake Naivasha where you will stay 
at Kongoni for 2 nights on a full board basis. 
 
Kongoni Game Valley is a beautiful residence which still conserves the charm and 
fascination of African colonial times.   Only two hours’ drive from Nairobi, and 
surrounded by a private game sanctuary, Kongoni Game Valley is a traditional up-country 
Kenya house with wide open verandas and a lovely swimming pool looking out across 
gardens to the beautiful waters of Lake Naivasha. It has seven traditionally furnished 
en-suite rooms, delicious food and is a great place to start or end your safari. Activities 
include game drives, guided game walks, horse-riding and boat trips, mountain biking and 
fishing.  



 

   
 
 
Day 4 
                                
Today you will be transferred to Nairobi to connect with your scheduled flight to the 
Masai Mara where you will stay at Kicheche Camp for 4 nights on a full-board basis. 
 
Kenya's Masai Mara, lying adjacent to the Great Rift Valley, boasts the single largest 
concentration of plains game anywhere in the world. Kicheche Camp is a classic luxury 
bush camp, hidden in a grove of wild olive trees in a prolific wildlife area. Set on a 
private concession area on the edge of the Masai Mara, it has 10 spacious en-suite tents 
with flush loos and hot safari showers.  Activities include day game drives into the Mara, 
game walks with an armed guide and night drives.  
 

        
 
 
Day 8 
 
Today you will be transferred to the airstrip for the scheduled flight to Nairobi Wilson,  
where you will meet your scheduled flight to Lamu.  On arrival you will be met and 
transferred by boat to Kizingo where you will stay for 5 nights on a full-board basis. 
 
Kizingo is the ultimate 'no news, no shoes’ beach resort, where you really do get away 
from the world, and total chill out is top of the agenda. The lodge is at one end of a 
spectacular 12-kilometre beach that stretches from Kizingo to the fashionable village of 
Shela, and has eight simple but comfortable bandas (thatched cottages) set well apart 
from each other. Family run, Kizingo is very relaxed and serves delicious seafood. The 
swimming is excellent, both in the Indian Ocean and in the calm waters of the channel 
that separates Lamu from the mainland, and for the more energetic, there is snorkelling, 
swimming with dolphins in the winter months, cycle rides to African villages on the 
mainland and guided tours of the historic Lamu Town.
